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Abstract. Despite the widespread misconception that people with severe mental disorders
have no chance of recovery or improvement, the reality is much more hopeful. Recovery refers to
the process in which people are able to live, work, learn, and participate fully in their
communities. For some individuals, recovery is the ability to live a fulfilling and productive life
despite a disability. For others, recovery implies the reduction or complete remission of
symptoms. Many of ex-patients showed more improvement than had been expected. In the
recent past, psychosocial and psychiatric rehabilitation approaches to treatment have increasingly
